· If you live in a rain shadow, such as in Pune, you will deal with droughts.

· Droughts are long periods with no rain

· Monsoons are seasonal winds that blow from ocean to land in summer and land to ocean in winter

· Low pressure systems are created when warm, often moist, air easily rises and cools forming rain. Low pressure is associated with winds, clouds and rain.
· Highs are created when heavier, colder air keeps surface air from rising and creating clouds. Cool, dry weather is the result.
· Orographic precipitation occurs when mountains block warm, most air and it rains on the windward side of a mountain.

· Cities on opposite sides of a mountain may receive very different amounts of rain because of the orographic effect.

· Atmospheric pressure is the weight of the atmosphere pressing down on the Earth’s surface.

· Dhaka is one of the world’s wettest capitals. Flooding and cyclones create 80 inches of rain per year.
· Residents in Dhaka must build houses on stilts to stop flood damage.

· In Jodhpur, people adapt to droughts by using drip irrigation to save crop water.

· Climagraphs show the average temperature and rainfall in a city over a long period of time.

· Weather is the daily change in atmospheric conditions.
· Climate is the average weather over a long period of time.

· Usually, line graphs on climagraphs show temperature and bar graphs show precipitation.

· Places along the equator to about 20 degrees north and south latitude will have a tropical wet or tropical wet and dry climate.

· Places just north of the tropics will have more of a bell shape to their line graph, which show there are four seasons.

· Climagraphs in which the line graph dips during the summer months indicate that that location is in the southern hemisphere.

· Effects on a place are what happens. Adaptations are how humans deal with what happens.

· Building houses on stilts as in Dhaka is an adaptation, but having contaminated drinking water because of flooding is an effect.

· A cyclone is the South Asian name for hurricane.
· Latitude, more than any other factor, determines climate.

· Also determining climate are elevation, ocean currents, prevailing winds, distance from the sea.
· The Ghats create orographic precipitation and the rain shadow.
