What is the 6th Grade Opportunity Room?

 The 6th Grade Opportunity Room is a time for a student to work with a 6th grade teacher to make-up zeros, complete projects, work on writing assignments, do research in the computer lab, or receive extra help in a subject.   
What does it mean “make-up zeros”?  

Our sixth policy states that we will only take work a day late.  After that we will only take make-up work done in the Opportunity Room.
When is Opportunity Room?

In order to accommodate most schedules, we will have Opportunity Room Tuesday mornings (7:15 AM-8AM) and Thursday afternoons (3:30-4:20).   Students need to be picked up by the main entrance which located past the flagpole. 
Where does my child go if he/she comes to the morning Opportunity Room session?

Your child will need to be dropped off by the main entrance no later than 7:20.  There will not be an adult available to open the door after 7:20.  The main entrance is located past the flagpole.
How does my child sign-up for Opportunity Room?

Your child will need to get an Opportunity Room form from Ms. Pattie (Team 1) or Ms. Poindexter (Team 2) and have it completely filled out, signed, and brought back to Ms. Pattie (Team 1) or Ms. Poindexter (Team 2) prior to attending the Opportunity Room.  No phone calls will be allowed for forgetting forms.  Only those students with signed forms will be allowed to participate.
